Memorandum
Re: Disqualifications

If someone is disqualified from a contest, certain procedures MUST be followed:

1.) Immediately after the game (or as soon as  possible thereafter) the Referee must call the league office at (401) 272-9844 and leave a message containing:

a. The contest involved;

b. the team involved;

c. the name of the offender;
d. the offender’s affiliation with the team (if not a player);
e. the offender’s number if he is a player;
f. the reason for the disqualification:

(1) If disqualification is for taunting, “taunting” must specifically be mentioned as the cause.

(2) If disqualification is for fighting, “fighting” must specifically be mentioned as the cause.

2.) Within twenty-four (24) hours the Referee must forward a written follow-up report indicating that the game had a disqualification.  (Use the Football Officials Report listed under “Documents – RIIL Standard Forms” at RIIL.org.)
3.) Within twenty-four (24) hours the disqualifying official (if not the Referee) must forward a written follow-up report naming the offender; identifying the offender’s affiliation with the team; the circumstances leading up to the disqualification; and the specific reason for disqualification.

a. The disqualifying official should coordinate his report with that of the Referee.
